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The International Buddhist College has two structural components, each with its own administrative structure, management and sets of rules and regulations:

1. The College component under IBC College Management; and 

2. The Temple component under Monastic Management.
Roles of IBC Temple and College

1.  IBC College Administration

IBC College has a set of rules and regulations called College rules.   The College rules for students apply to all students (monastic and non-monastic students) who stay in the Temple within IBC premise and those who stay outside IBC. The areas that come under the jurisdiction of IBC Management include:

· Administrative offices;

· Classrooms;

· Library and other information and communication technology facilities;

· Reception halls and auditorium.

The IBC Management Team is led by the Rector, Ven Professor Dhammajoti; in his absence the Director for Administrative Affairs will act on his behalf.

2.  IBC Temple Administration
IBC Temple has its set of rules and regulations called the IBC Temple Rules.  These rules apply to male and female monastic and lay students who stay in the Temple.  The Temple comes under the jurisdiction of Temple Management headed by the Abbot, the Superintendent and Wardens.  In addition, there will be dormitory leaders to help the Wardens implement disciplinary rules and to lead in assigned duties for the student residents.

The physical areas under the Temple administration are:

· The upper floor of ‘Tung Ling’ (Academic) block (Female Hostel);

·  Two Male hostel blocks;

· Administration block including the dining room and kitchen; and

· Auditorium when used as prayer room.

All accommodation matters are under the Temple management.  

The Abbot of IBC Temple is Venerable Wei Wu.  The Superintendent will act on behalf of the Abbot in his absence.  Members of Temple Committee are:

· Ven Ven Wei Wu (Abbot)
· Ven Zhen Ru (Temple Superintendent)

· Ven Zhen Chan (Male Warden)
· Ven Zhen Yuan (Female Warden)
IBC Temple Routines, Rules and Regulations

Daily Hours to Keep (see separate info sheet for more details on daily routine): a summary

Daily routine activities, the participation of which is compulsory for residential students.

1. Hours to keep

· Wake-up:  before 5.00am

· Lights out and bedtime:  10.30p.m.

· Scheduled classes:  hours posted for each subject

· Study classes: 8.00 p.m. to 10.00 p.m. (in dorms of their own residential building or in assigned study room)

2. Daily religious service

Religious services are held twice a day, once in the morning and once in the evening.  These services consist of:

· Paying homage to the Triple Gem

· Chanting

· Meditation

All students are required to participate in all services held daily, to arrive punctually and leave together quietly when the service is over.

· Morning service starts at 5.30 a.m. sharp and finishes at 6.10 a.m.

· Evening service starts at 6.00 p.m. and finishes at 6.40 p.m.

3. Meal times

All students should arrive punctually for the meals served each day.

Breakfast:  6.30am

Lunch:  11.30am

Evening refreshments (optional, by request):  5.00p.m.

Students should seek prior permission from the Warden should they need to miss certain meals for medical or other reasons and the housekeeper duly informed in advance.

4. Community work

All students should report to their workgroup leader and arrive punctually to conduct and complete their daily community works in the morning (7.00 – 7.45am) at:

i. Dining / Kitchen duty;

ii. Classrooms;

iii. Shrine Halls;

iv. Dormitory

IBC Temple Rules

To sustain a harmonious living in a community that is diverse in languages, cultures and traditions, a common set of rules and regulations as the foundation for such living is needed.  It is for this purpose that IBC introduces and applies the IBC Temple set of Rules and Regulations for all students to follow.  These rules and regulations are based on Buddhas’ teachings of ‘do no evil; do good; purify the mind.’ 

These rules are revised from time to time in accordance with changing conditions.

Students will be divided into Kalyana Mitta Groups. Members of each group will help group leader to develop spiritual friendship amongst members of the groups.

Below are the Do’s and Don’ts for Temple residents:

Do’s:

1. Do observe the Basic Buddhist Precepts for Lay and Monastic members as appropriate
2. Do observe the law of Thailand
3. Do be considerate of your roommates and not make noise or busy yourself in your room during bedtime (after 10.30 p.m.) to avoid disturbing the roommates
4. Do attend all Morning and Evening services 
5. Do participate in community work assigned to your Kalyana Mitta Group
6. Do protect the reputation of the College and Temple
7. Do take meals in silence and mindfully
8. Do apply for leave from the Superintendent/Wardens if you are going outside the college
Don’ts:

1. Do not bring items that are prohibited into the College/Temple grounds (such as cigarettes, alcoholic beverages, narcotics, weapons, pornography, illicit or inappropriate literature, non-vegetarian foods)
2. Do not cook or eat inside the dorm
3. Do not behave in such a way as to cause schism or conflict within the Community, or unduly form factions for your own factional advantage or private cause
4. Do not change rooms or furniture or furnishings without permission of the Superintendent or the Wardens
5. Do not share a bed with anyone
6. Do not use hand phone in the dorm, classroom, shrine hall and dining hall
7. Do not be late for all set meals and be absent without good reason
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
